Incorporating the Internet into instruction provides specific benefits of unusual learning experiences 
combined with valuable technology skill training.  The challenges of limited classroom time, verified 
sources, and unlimited attraction of this resource can be addressed with some particular 
techniques like: 
 
 Identify particular learning experiences on specific creditable websites as part of lesson planning 

 Direct students to selected websites at appropriate part of the lesson 

 Provide concrete instructions for the activity and questions to answer as shown in example 
below 

  Allow adequate access to computers at school to ensure that all students get a chance to 
complete experience.
